Lesson Plan 3: Village Dance 10/21

15 minute sectional
Overall Objective: SWBAT play all the correct pitches and rhythms of the piece together.

1. If time Warm-up: (Don’t spend much time on this )
Teacher plays a d harmonic minor scale, or a pattern with Bflats to Csharps and Bflats to C naturals in it. EX.

Play: A-Bflat –Csharp-D D-Csharp-Bflat-A

         A-Bflat-Cnatural-D D-Cnat.-Bfalt-A 

Activity: Teacher plays and students echo

Assessment: Teachers listen to make sure students are playing correct pitches with correct fingerings

*First Violins Sectional Spots:

 A. Beginning through B


-Make sure students are playing correct pitches and rhythms together!

B.  G-End


-Accidentals everywhere! Just make sure they are playing accurate pitches


-Accents

C. Section E-G 

-C sharps and E string b flats to A string b naturals-intonation and pitches are accurate

-Dynamics piano-forte (switches)

D. G-End


-Accidentals everywhere! Just make sure they are playing accurate pitches


-Accents

E. Section B-C


-Make sure students are playing C naturals instead of C sharps

-Try to do play m.15-18 a couple of times to make sure students know to switch C sharps to C naturals

-Check to see if bowings are correct
F. Run through parts of the piece not played earlier. 

-Try to have them listen to each other to stay together with the accurate rhythm

*Second Violin Spots:
A. Beginning-B

-Make sure students are playing accurate pitches and rhythms together!

-E naturals to B flats in this section and other sections

B. F- four measures after G
-Playing short staccato bows; quarter notes are a little longer than the eighth notes

-Bows should be about in the center of the bow

-Piano to forte (back and forth)
-Follow bowings (note: re-taken down bow in measures 4-5 after F)

C. Last six measures of piece
-Starting on down bow; make sure the pitches and rhythms are accurate while playing together

-Accents

D. E- F


-High 2nd fingers (C sharps) going to low 2nd fingers (f natural)

E. Section B-C


-Students need to play low second fingers on the D string 


-Check to see if bowing is correct
F. C-E


 -B flats are accurate going to C naturals 

-C sharp and the end of this section

*Cello/Bass Spots:
A. F- 4 after G

-rhythms and pitches are accurate (accidentals at G)
-check bowings

-Staccato notes (Make sure eighth notes are shorter than quarter notes)

-Dynamics (piano to forte switch back and forth)

B. Pick up to H-End


-Cello and Bass have two down bows at the pick up to H into H


-B naturals at H


-Make sure playing eighth notes together (ex. Four after H)


-Holding out half notes

-Pitches and Rhythms are accurate


-Accents

C.B-D


-Make sure they are playing B flats and C naturals


-Holding notes for the appropriate durations

*Viola Spots:
A. A- B

-Make sure students play the low 2nd finger (F natural) to high 3rd fingers (C sharps)

      B. F-four after G


-Rhythms and pitches are accurate (accidentals)


-Staccato bowing-eighth notes are shorter than quarter notes


-Dynamics Piano to forte (switching)

C. C-E

a. Playing B flats throughout 

b. Two before E-holding the tie

D. Go through whole piece 

-make sure they play together in tempo

-accurate rhythms with correct durations of notes

-accurate pitches

*Overall- Help with fingerings if needed etc..
